player from the touch lines of the field

e All adults will refrain from making dissenting comments of ANY nature to or about
an opposing team player at ANY time during a match or within the vicinity of the
field of play immediately after a match

e All adults will refrain from any unsporting behavior or comments to another adult
from an opposing team during a match or within the vicinity of the field of play
immediately after a match

agree to accept any and all actions taken for failure to abide by these expectations.
